Word editor.

e Abstracts up to four pages in A4 format.

e The font type is Times New Roman; font size — 14 pt.; paragraph — 1,25 cm;
top, bottom, left, and right margins — 20 mm; interval — 1,5.

¢ In the upper left corner in bold, all uppercase letters contain information about
the UDC.

¢ In the right corner, the author’s name and initials(s) are in bold.

e The next line — academic degree, title, author(s). For students — group
number.

e The next line is the name of a higher education institution or the place of
work.

e The next line is information about the city and country of the institution or
workplace.

e For students: information about the academic supervisor, cursive.

e Below is the title of the abstract in bold capital letters in the center of the
string.

e The main text of the abstract is written through a line.

e Each illustration, diagram, and scheme must be signed, and each table must
have a name.

e Drawings, if made in Word, must be grouped together and represent a single
graphic object.

e |t is prohibited to use scanned material, color and background, hyphenation in
text, and page numbering.

e Formulas should be printed with the Microsoft Equation formula editor and
numbered in parentheses.

e The list of references should contain only the sources that are referenced in
the text; the literature is drawn up according to the established requirements
(Library and Publishing Standards: DSTU 8302:2015 «Information and
documentation. Bibliographic link. General Regulations and Rules of
Compilationy).

e The name of the abstract files and applications should include the sections,
